As acommuter bag, you can't
go far wrong with the Oxford
AquaV 20 Backpack. At around
£65, it's a budget-friendly option, and yet it
doesn’t skimp on the areas you need most.
Riding to and from the office, I've put this bag
through a handful of rain showers —some
heavy —and, provided I've rolled the top down
properly and clasped itin, | don't need to worry
about the stuff inside getting wet.

Despite a mishap where the end of the waist
strap got accidently melted (completely my
own fault) I've continued to use the bag
because, at 20 litres capacity, it has enough
room for my laptop and lunchbox, as well as
an understated design and a comfortable
chest strap too.

The only thing that irked me slightly was the
small opening at the top; I'm a serial over-
packer (but this is true of many roll top bags
I've tested) and the seams on the inside of the
bag catch under your nails as you're loading
up, if you're not careful.

the Pico, which previously had a clear mobile
slotin the lid, which proved hard to fit larger
sized mobile phones in. Other improvements
to the v2.0 include a YKK Vislon Aquaguard
zip, for better zipper action - also the best in
the game for water repelling.

MOLLE webbing has been added to the top,
allowing for accessories, meaning it can easily
pair with other MOLLE kit and is not Llimited
Mosko's own. It has proved 100% waterproof
thus far and, with Mosko's warranty, it should
be a long-serving piece of kit.
