For me, it's the ultimate
bike cleaner. The bottle
of thick yellow gel has
previously gone under
the name of SDoc100 Power Gel but is
now marketed as S100 Total Cleaner+,

but essentially it's the same pH neutral,

corrosion-inhibiting, degreasing
formula. The secretis in its stickiness
—spray it on and the gel clings to
surfaces and, once left for the required

15 minutes, it effectively breaks down
and loosens all that hard-to-shift crud,
like chain lube and flies. After a light
going over with a brush, all you need to
doisrinse it clean. It really does work.
Plus, the formula has added properties
that both help the bike dry with a
streak-free finish and also protect
against UV damage. On the downside, it
is expensive and | get through a litre in
about three washes.
