My only issue with these 
incredibly solidly built 
(and somewhat pricey) 
paddock stands is that it 
took a real shove to get 

the two constituent metal tubes with 
plastic bungs to push together before 
using them. They come flat-packed 
in two parts and to make the finished 
item you see here I needed to put all of 
my bodyweight towards pushing the 
two bits together. 

Once I’d figured that out they 
became an absolute joy to have in 
the garage, and the Triumph Trident 
660 has spent most of its stationary 
moments up in the air. Sure, it’s useful 
for chain maintenance and the fitment 
of parts, but it also takes up less space 

than a bike on a sidestand, and I reckon 
it looks bloody cool too. 

The black powder-coated finish 
has lasted well with no marks at all 
after the best part of year of use on my 
concrete garage floor, and I find the 
stands easy to place on the Triumph-
provided cotton reels at the back, 
while the front pins locate beautifully 
under the forks.

I have been using this CE Level 2 
back protector coupled with an 
additional CE Level 1 Micro-Lock 
chest protector (£39.99) on road 

and track and I cannot find a single thing to 
complain about. The interlocking plate design of 
the back protector allows it to flex with your spine 
so that you retain a full range of motion. 
It fastens securely around the 
kidneys and has a set of braces over 
the top to make sure it doesn’t slide 
down inside your leathers. If, like 
me, your leathers have mysteriously 
shrunk during coronavirus, you will 
notice the added bulk of the protector 
and you may struggle to fit it under a very snug 
suit. The chest protector attaches simply to the 
braces with Velcro and is held in place inside your 
suit. Even on a roasting hot trackday this summer 
I didn’t feel any hotter than I would anyway in 
leathers as the kit is all vented to allow air flow. 
For the quality and the peace of mind, I think the 
price is entirely reasonable.

If you’re riding this winter, 
heated gloves are a must-
have, and this pair has 
three heat settings which 

aren’t overpowering – it feels like you 
don’t get cold rather than accidently 
touching the hob. Adjusting the temp 
is easy too with buttons on the back of 
the hands and a colour-coded system. 
Admittedly they’re a little difficult to 
turn on with a hand on the throttle, 
but if you’re changing temp, it’s a quick 
click. If you get caught in a rainstorm, 
the Hipora waterproof membrane and 
Ballistic Spandex outer shell keep you 
comfortable even if it’s not icy out, 
although during a heavy downpour  
I got slightly damp.

One thing to note is you’ll need to buy 
accessories separately. Available battery 
packs fit into pockets on the gloves 
(heavy, but aren’t as cumbersome as 
you’d think), or you can connect to the 
bike via the supplied lead. And if you’ve 
already got a Keis jacket, you can plug in 
there, too - which is, er, handy.

I’ve been wearing Arai’s 
Tour-X range for years, 
and while this LS2 isn’t 
quite as plush, it’s getting 

on for half the price – for a carbon lid. 
The wide weave carbon is great quality, 
and inside there’s a multi-density EPS 
which is very well vented, making this a 
perfect helmet for summer and green-
laning, when you might otherwise get 
a bit too warm. In the depths of winter, 
though, it’s positively chilly as there’s a 

lot of airflow regardless of having the 
vents shut. That airflow is noisy, too. I 
ride with earplugs, but after 150 fast 
miles in the saddle, the persistent noise 
does start to tire you. On shorter hops 
at slower speeds, though – it’s great. 
The Pinlock visor is class, the drop-
down visor equally so, and the double 
D-ring fastener secure (with a nice 
release tab).
